Seit der zweiten Hailfte des 20. Jahrhunderts spitzt sich die Klimakrise immer weiter zu. Statt dem viel
harmloser klingenden ,,Klimawandel ist heute der Begriff der ,,Klimakrise* immer hiufiger zu héren und
umfasst eine grofle Zahl weiterer Verstrickungen: Verschmutzung, Hyperextraktivismus, unnachhaltiges
Konsumverhalten, Verlust von Artenvielfalt, Abholzung der Regenwilder und Versauerung der Meere.
Nordische Nationen gelten allgemein als Vorreiter der ,grinen® Politik. In einer globalisierten Welt
bieten die Grenzen des Nationalstaates aber keinen Schutz mehr gegen die komplexen Auswirkungen der
Klimakrise. Die spezifisch skandinavischen Auffassungen von der Klimakrise sollen in diesem Seminar
anhand literarischer Texte und Filme der letzten 50 Jahre untersucht werden. Im Zentrum stehen Fragen
wie: Welche Erfahrungen von der Klimakrise werden in Skandinavien literarisch oder visuell
aufgearbeitet? Wann und wie hat sich die Sensibilitit fiir Klimakrise in den skandinavischen Lindern
geindert? Und: Welche Rolle spielt Literatur bzw. Film in Hinsicht auf die zunehmende Wahrnehmung
der Kirise?

We
will examine a lively collection of texts that draw on examples of human-environment relations in
different parts of the world, which will help us understand pressing contemporary issues. For example: a
classic study on how slash-and-burn populations from the Central Highlands of New Guinea regulate the
number of pigs and the entire ecosystem through rituals of communicating to spirits, or a text on
mapping and counter-mapping, the production of forest maps in Indonesia, as systems of knowledge and
domination and yet another text on what can mushrooms teach us about the contemporary human
condition and global capitalism.

Afterwards we will discuss
moral problems of climate change, i. e. why it is difficult to apply our common morality to climate
change. Other important questions which are part of the seminar are for example, why do we have to act
to mitigate climate change, how much do we owe to future generations to restore intergenerational justice
and who is responsible to pay today to restore intragenerational justice. During the seminar we will also
reason on interesting issues in climate ethics like geoengineering, the precautionary principle and the
discounting of future climate damages. By attending this seminar you will find better reasons and
arguments related to the complex ethical issue of climate change.
